The Facilities Training
Program  started its first
session with a full classroom
on January 16, 2007. In
the program, students learn
the importance of heating
and cooling systems work,
basic electrical functions,
plumbing skills and
troubleshooting of all kinds.

“PSP is confident that the
graduates will find good

placements,” said Craig Gregory, facilities manager at
People Serving People.

By graduation, students will have a Minnesota Boilers License
and be qualified to take assistant managerial positions
helping maintain buildings of any size. One student who
recently graduated from the Facilities Training Program
received a maintenance position at Dunwoody Institute for
$18 an hour, plus benefits.

The Facility Training Program’s mission is to provide a
comprehensive learning opportunity in the facilities
maintenance industry, and aid in promoting and achieving
self-sufficiency.

Based on the Kitchen Training Program model that’s been in
existence for two years and has been very successful, PSP is
now in its second session of the Facilities Training Program.
Like the Kitchen Training Program, the Facilities Training
Program will give quality education to people in their
respective field around the Twin Cities. This will serve two
community needs - filling caretaker positions and giving
individuals reasonably waged jobs.

“This is a very grueling and demanding training program,
but in the end it gives the student the will and potential to be
self-sufficient in society with a well paying job,” said
Gregory.

The Facilities Training Program accepts only 10 students at a
time to ensure one-on-one instruction. There are major
program agendas that the students must go through. These
steps help the student reach goals of the program including:
understanding and demonstrating basic maintenance and/or
housekeeping skills, knowing and understanding the
importance of safety, and most importantly- gaining
confidence, knowledge and experience in the maintenance
and housekeeping fields.

The program is allowed to continue educating the students
based on the financial contributions of Wells Fargo,
Marquette Foundation and Otto Bremer. Their dedication to
the Facilities Training Program have been indispensable and
greatly appreciated.

Don’t ever underestimate
the mind and
determination of a child.
Those are words to live
by when talking about
school fundraisers linked
to People Serving People
(PSP). In the beginning of
2007, three area schools

participated in drives that collected more than $10,000 in
donations for PSP. This happened because of the great
leadership of the students in the classroom.

The students of Southview Middle School spent over 50 hours
volunteering and raised thousands for PSP by holding a
change drive. The classroom with the most change after one
week won tickets to the Minnesota Twins, courtesy of the
Minnesota Twins Community Fund.

Orono Intermediate School also raised more than $1,000 for
PSP at their Change of Heart drive over Valentine’s Day.
Each child could purchase a Heart Gram and all proceeds
went to PSP.

The National Honor Society of St. Anthony-New Brighton held
a Sleep Out in the winter at Spring Lake Park High School to
raise awareness of the homeless epidemic. Collectively, the
teens raised  more than $7,000 for PSP.
